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Final Draft Programme
Overview
The Calotte Academy 2008 will take place in May 22-26, 2008 in three locations in Finland, Norway and Russia. There will be sessions with presentations and open discussions in Inari, Finland, May 22nd-23rd back-to-back with Ijahis Idja Saami Music Festival, in Kirkenes, Norway, May 24th and in Murmansk, Russia, May 26th of 2008.

Theme, sub-themes and main aims
The main theme of the 2008 Academy is Climate Change Defining Human Security with several integrated sub-themes which are “Climate change as a new discipline for disciplining?”, “Climate change and livelihoods”, “Climate change and indigenous peoples”, “Climate change, oil drilling and transportation”, “Climate change and alternative energy” and “Climate change, sovereignty and international law”.
The main aims of the Calotte Academy 2008 are:

· to highlight and disseminate general scientific information and knowledge about impacts of climate change, and open discussion on human responses to climate change;

· to define what are influences of climate change to human security, and what is meant by human security in light of climate change, and further to encourage both academic discourse and political discussion on relations between these two phenomena; 

· to promote the interplay between science and politics by having a policy-oriented dialogue between policy-makers, academics, civil activists and business people when dealing with inter-relations between climate change and human security. This will be implemented particularly in the 1st session in Inari in May 23rd between the scholars and scientists of the Calotte Academy 2008 representing different disciplines and fields;

· to serve as a platform for open discussion on relevant Northern issues in general and especially dealing with the 5th Open Assembly of the Northern Research Forum in Anchorage, Alaska, September 24-27, 2008.

Main structure
The main structure of the Calotte Academy 2008 will consist of the following six public sessions:

Inari, Finland, May 23rd 2008: 1st Session: Climate change as a new discipline for disciplining? and 2nd Session: Climate change and livelihoods
Kirkenes, Norway, May 24th 2008: 3rd Session: Climate change and indigenous peoples and 4th Session: Climate change, oil drilling and transportation
Murmansk, Russia, May 26th 2008: 5th Session: Climate change and alternative energy and 6th Session: Climate change, sovereignty and international law
Integrated workshops
As a part of the Calotte Academy 2008 there will also be two integrated workshops: 

First, the workshop of the Northern Eurasian Geopolitics (NEG) research project which includes two sessions with scientific papers presented by, on one hand, the researchers of the NEG project and on the other, young researchers and advanced graduate students who are experts on the fields of the sub-themes;
Second, the workshop of the Theme Project Group “Climate Change - Northern Security/ies” of the Northern Research Forum (NRF) with the areas of interest of impacts of climate change in general and particularly to environmental security, human security, and sovereignty and national security; threats and risks to the North and the world; and human responses: mitigation – adaptation. The main idea of these NRF Groups is to build and develop expertise on relevant fields of Northern studies and politics as well to draw up a more holistic picture on Northern geopolitics. Correspondingly, the two main tasks are first, to promote and feed NRF Open Assemblies and second, to prepare policy-oriented reports for both the NRF and other agencies.

About the Calotte Academy

The Calotte Academy is an international travelling symposium with a series of sessions or panels to be held in the North Calotte, or the Barents Sea region, which has been organized annually since 1991. The main idea behind it is to emphasize the regional dynamics of Northern peripheries and to analyse regional development of the region in European, circumpolar and global contexts and influenced by many international, regional and local actors and their interests. 

The main aim of the Calotte Academy is to be an international forum for both academic and policy-oriented open discussion and dialogue on relevant and acute, both global, regional and local, (Northern) issues among members of the research community and a wide range of other publics and stakeholders such as policy-makers, civil servants, educators, business leaders, community leaders, resource users and NGO representatives. In this capacity it has served since 2002 as a regional sub-forum for the Northern Research Forum (for more information www.nrf.is). 

The Calotte Academy is also an international seminar for research presentations and scientific, often inter-disciplinary, discourses by both junior and senior researchers like for example, the Nordic-Russian “Northern Eurasian Geopolitics” and the post-graduate project “Multiculturalism in Lapland” at the University of Lapland.
