Krokskogen
Queen’s Road stretches from Sundvollen to Kleivstua. 
This area is a good starting point for excursions both 
summer and winter. Krokkleiva is a famous preserved
road along which artists, kings and other people have
travelled for ages. It is part of the old King’s Road to
Bergen, which runs through Krokskogen to Bærums verk.
Signs lead you to King’s View, one of Eastern Norway’s
finest views. It was named after king Karl Johan’s visit
there in the middle of the 19th century.

The path
was finished and opened in 1995 during the 1000-year
celebration of St. Olav, who was born in 995.  

Halvdan’s Mound
It is claimed that one part of Halvdan the Black is buried
here. Halvdan’s mound is on the property of the farm
Stein. On the farm you will also find ruins of a church
from the middle ages.
